Mask Exemptions: In order to request an exemption from wearing a mask, a parent or guardian
must present a medical excuse signed by a doctor (M.D. or D.O.) to the school nurse or building
administrator specifically stating that they are medically exempt from wearing a mask.

If you provide an alternative medical exemption certification form it must be accompanied by
this form signed by your child’s physician (M.D. or D.O.).
